The original wording was: “Group presentation on the Anja Bakken
thesis; Presentation on contemporary woman political figure; 1 page analysis of the Bakken thesis; 4
page essay on a contemporary woman political figure.” Instead of the 2 separate written
presentations, there was a single essay with the question provided. The student gave both oral
presentations, after private meetings with me.

2572: 10 students took the exam, with the following results.

This was an unusual class because there were several exchange students, some with considerably
more experience in writing, studying, and taking exams. This was apparent throughout the course,
and at times, I split the class into small groups with each group having one of these students or the
MA student in the group to help the others. 2-3 of these exchange students were native speakers as
well. Therefore, the curve is a bit top-heavy. On the bottom of the scale, was a barneskole teacher
who did not know the first thing about how to write an essay on any subject. Both an exchange
student and the MA student tutored her throughout the course and found that even at the end, she did
not know how to study properly for the exam. | assume her exam is one of the bottom scorers.

4572: Only one MA student completed the course. | know that one dropped out for health reasons.
I do not know why the others dropped, but they stopped attending fairly early and were never
regular in attendance. The student who finished decided at the end of the semester to do her thesis
with me.
